Subscriber management is performed using the utility fdpi ctrl.

(!) We recommend using subsman_profiles, which simplifies policing management.

Examples

1. Enable policing policy using a policing description file:
fdpi ctrl load --policing tbf.cfg --ip 192.168.0.1
2. Get a list of applied policing:
fdpi ctrl list all --policing
3. Get information for a specific IP:
fdpi ctrl list --policing --ip 192.168.0.1
4. Enable policing policy using a named profile:

fdpi ctrl load --policing --profile.name tariff 10 --login kv 111
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
