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fdpi_ctrl uses ordinary linux stack to communicat with the dpi, so the tuning recommendations is
similar to the high load web servers (nginx-like)

Settings are similar to the nginx. It is recommended to insert it /etc/sysctl.conf (to keep safe from
being droped after server restart)
